Let us go in order then. We could categorise the living con-
dition of every human being into four possibilities: ‘naughty’, 
‘not nice’, ‘nice’, ‘nicer’.

Let us state that normally an individual is not within a cate-
gory statically but moves in and out of it frequently. Exactly, 
more or less aware, we jump in and out of each of these four 
states (naughty, not nice, nice and nicer) depending on how 
we behave! Our life is constantly changing because of how 
we decide to experience it, the way we behave and the deci-
sions we make. This is not a blind lottery, what we would like 
to express and advise through these lines is that we have to 
be aware of the state we are in at the moment and ask our-
selves if that is where we should be... if that is what we really 
want to be!
So let us outline the characteristics of the four behavioural 
states:

We know very well who we find in this category. They are 
people who live in a state of being insensitive or unkind to 
anyone. They are not interested in the sufferings of others; 
on the contrary, they sometimes rejoice in them.

Beware, the ‘not nice’ is not to be confused with the naughty! 
Badness has within it a will, an active intention to do bad... 
the ‘not nice’, on the other hand, is merely an individual living 
in a state of chaos that leads to make decisions and beha-
ve without direction. However, a ‘not nice’ is in the precious 
condition of being close to nice and can become so when 
they realise that something is wrong. The “not nice” transi-
tion to being nice happens to these people as soon as they 
start desiring to work within themselves, to be conscious of 
what they are and what they do.

A child’s Christmas is based on the warmth of family, the fla-
vours and scents of local traditions, the magic of an expecta-
tion, the colour of dreams and the cosiness of being together, 
because, regardless of all religious beliefs, each time a com-
munity comes together to renew a tradition, a sacred mo-
ment is created. Symbols, if you wish, but that have to do 
with the very reasons why human beings are in the world.
Thus, Santa Claus is for the child something profoundly expe-
rienced in a simple way: the love that comes with a beard 
and belly and that writes and scrupulously checks (twice!) the 
great list of the good, in which to have one’s name marked 
represents the possibility of getting the much-desired gift.

We grow up, what we are starts to give way to ‘what we are 
becoming’ and this is a major crossroads in everyone’s life.

And here we are dealing with the Grinch out of vanity... 
perhaps the most complicated one. Let’s say Mr. “I am dif-
ferent” “I have it all figured out”, he is the one who does 
not sink to the level of the common mortals enslaved and 
deluded by the Christmas lights... he is a being who consi-
ders himself superior who thinks that this period is just one 
great binge of superficiality. Actually, those who fall into this 
category do not only have this attitude reserved for Christ-
mas, because they feel the need to always find the argument 
that distinguishes them and puts them on a higher or at least 
different level from those showing sincere emotion.

happenings that have cyclically revitalised Christmas in We-
stern society (although as we will see later, the concept of 
Christmas is universal and not belonging to a particular por-
tion of the world... because each one manifests the exact 
same thing although differently).

Years go by, exactly 49, and across the world, what would 

later become the second 
Light of Christmas was 
born almost by chance in 
1892!

Making a wish upon a star is not a trivial gesture; it is the first 
step towards its realization.

If we pause to reflect, we will notice that these wishes always 
contain a positive and improvement-oriented aspiration, the 
only one capable of igniting the enthusiasm necessary to 
achieve them.
In the depth of a sincere wish, the necessary changes be-
gin to stir, step by step, leading us towards realization. The 
wonderful thing is that all this happens naturally, without the 
need for a rational strategy. We could say that the world of 
wishes is a realm beyond rationality.
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A wish represents a true revolution compared to our habits. 
While it may seem romantic to make a wish and see it magi-
cally come true, we must understand that for that to happen, 
we must transcend the boundaries of our comfort zone.

This is the pivotal point that 
determines whether a wish 
turns into hope or remains 
an illusion, instead of being 
realized. Often, we are re-
luctant to disrupt our rou-
tines; we take timid steps 
forward, hoping to receive 
some sign that propels us 
forward... and so, our wish 

is downgraded to hope. Or worse, we grow and solidify in 
a life we complain about, viewing wishes as mere illusions.

In pure wish, the desire and action become one, and above 
all, they are always directed towards something we genuinely 
enjoy. When we move in harmony with our wish, we become

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Practical Example: Tell children that the kindest adults are in 
contact with Santa Claus. They speak with him, feeling him in 
their hearts. Santa Claus uses their help to distribute gifts be-
cause he knows better the wishes of children, ensuring that 
every gift is the right one.

As children grow, they can be guided to understand that San-
ta Claus is not a single person but a quality that can be found 
in anyone who demonstrates generosity, kindness, and love. 
The greatest gift a child will receive from life, if they continue 
to be good, is the chance to grow up with the possibility of 
being Santa Claus!

Practical Example: Encourage children to give a gift to some-
one who does not expect it, explaining that at that moment 
they are acting like Santa Claus and bringing the magic of 
Christmas into another person’s life.

But now let’s explain this concept well and go a bit deeper. 
For every person, Santa Claus should be a goal to strive for. 
Take for example when expressing a wish, when writing it on a 
letter, something wonderful happens: the wish is an intention 
to which consciousness (Santa Claus) responds. If we have a 
good relationship with our consciousness, at that moment we 
will understand if that wish is more or less right/good to fulfill. 
If it is something not good and forced, a person who listens 
to their consciousness lets it go... those who are not able 
to, pursue it, encountering unfavorable dynamics to which 
they will probably then blame the surrounding world. If it is

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something good, they place it under the light of attention... 
which like the sun with plants, will nurture it, make it grow, 
and fulfill it. This is the law of how wishes and their realization 
work, understanding how to express and understand them is 
the natural way to see them realized.

The narrative of Santa Claus needs to evolve over time, adap-
ting to the growth and understanding of children. By doing 
so, adults not only preserve the magic of Christmas but enrich 
it, passing on to their children values that will last a lifetime.

Practical Example: As children grow, encourage them to en-
gage in altruistic activities (or for those who can, even volun-
teer work) during Christmas, explaining that these gestures 
reflect the spirit of Santa Claus that continues to live in every 
good deed.

Santa Claus is not a lie but a powerful symbol that embo-
dies the best of humanity and, if correctly understood, can 
illuminate the life of anyone, at any time of the year.

We do not know, but that is not important now.
So, we are going to sit down, right now, and begin.
And the more letters we write to him in our lives, thinking 
about what we are writing and feeling what we are thinking, 
the more we will all become better people.
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If Every Day is Christmas... 
Every Night is a Rebirth

Let me tell you a personal story... soon you’ll understand its 
deeper, magical meaning.
There was a time in my life when the night seemed endless. 
I remember that feeling of being lost as if it were happening 
now: the darkness inside me was so thick that no star seemed 
to shine on the horizon. I felt alone, trapped in a moonless ni-
ght of the soul, and I kept asking myself: Could this darkness 
have a purpose? Where had the light I once felt in my heart 
gone?

There was no hope in sight; all the colors of the day had sud-
denly faded, leaving me in a world of black and white. I, who 
had always believed in the magic of “Every Day is Christmas,” 
now found myself facing its opposite: a dark,austere night of 
the soul. And yet, it was in that darkness that I was about to
discover the seed of a transformation.
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Almost without realizing it, I began an inner dialogue. A cy-
nical, grumbling voice emerged—like a part of me had taken 
the shape of Dr. Krampy, Santa’s grumpy cousin. In my imagi-
nation, I saw Krampy smirking in the glow of a single, flicke-
ring lantern, dressed in his sharp, elegant suit.

“Well, has your famous light gone out?” he whispered sarca-
stically. “I told you…dreamers end up with nothing but coal.”
Those harsh words echoed inside me, it was my most pessi-
mistic side speaking, questioning everything: my dreams, my 
faith in life, even the magic of Christmas I’d always believed 
in. My heart felt heavy, as if someone had placed a block of 
coal on it.

I imagined myself down in Krampy’s dark mine, a place where 
he and his little helpers, the Sfatichinis (pronounce Sfatike-
enees), dig through dust and stone in search of coal. I saw 
myself down there with them, tired and defeated, as the
Sfatichini kept chipping away at the rock around me, covered 
in soot. Every strike echoed in my chest, and I became con-
vinced I’d find nothing but coal and more coal.
At some point, one of those tiny miners stopped and looked 
at me. His face was funny, all black with soot except for two 
bright, kind eyes. To my surprise, he handed me a small lump 
of coal he’d just unearthed and said, “Here, this is for you.”

I stared at it in disbelief. What was I supposed to do with a 
piece of coal? To me, it seemed like the very symbol of my 
darkness, the proof of a lost Christmas, a gift that had never 
arrived. 
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But the little Sfatichini tilted his head, seeing the look of de-
spair on my face, and in a sincere tone he added, “Don’t 
make that face. I know it looks like just a black rock... but you 
know what? It can keep you warm through the night.”
There was a strange tenderness in his eyes. And let’s be ho-
nest… Sfatichini arejust so cute.

“And,” he whispered, lowering his voice as if sharing a secret, 
“I heard that with time and the right pressure... even coal can 
turn into a diamond.” I stood there, mouth open. That tiny 
creature was right: coal, born from darkness and pressure, 
could give warmth - and even transform into something pre-
cious. I looked down at the black lump in my dirty hand, and 
suddenly I didn’t see it as a symbol of failure anymore, but as 
a possibility. It was as if the darkness itself contained a hidden 
miracle - a quiet promise.

In that moment, something inside me began to brighten. 
Even though it was still the middle of the night, a small spark 
of meaning had ignited. Maybe my night had a purpose: to 
teach me, to shape me, to prepare me for a new light.
How many times had I told kids - whether they were five or 
fifty - that we must believe in the magic of Christmas even 
when everything seems lost? And yet, I was the one who had 
forgotten.

I closed my eyes for a moment, clutching the coal in my hand, 
and silently wished for the light to return. When I opened 
them, I thought I saw a faint glow up above. Lucy, the star 
of the Kingdom of Santa Claus, was shining dimly through 
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a crack in the dark ceiling of the mine. A distant glimmer 
fighting to break through the stone. Her flickering light see-
med to call to me.
I stood up, my heart starting to beat with a new emotion. 
That light - however faint - was Lucy, the Light of Christmas 
that no one can ever capture. Lucy was still there! She had 
never truly gone out; it was me, lost in the tunnel of sadness, 
who had stopped seeing her.
Gently, I motioned for the Sfatichini to follow me. Together, 
we began climbing toward that glowing crack, crawling throu-
gh the mine’s narrow passages. My hands scraped against 
the stone walls, but I didn’t care. I followed that light like a 
traveler in the desert follows the North Star. With every step, 
the glow grew stronger. Lucy’s magic was intensifying, as if 
she knew someone down there needed her.
When we finally emerged from the mine, the sight that gre-
eted us took my breath away. It was still night outside, but 
the sky was bursting with stars. Lucy now shone high above, 
brighter than ever, and around her, a thousand more stars 
sparkled in the sky. After the claustrophobic darkness of the 
mine, that universe of lights was pure wonder. I felt small be-
neath the vastness of the sky,
but at the same time, I felt part of that infinite vision.

One Sfatichini exclaimed joyfully, “Look at all those stars! 
I’ve never seen so many!” And another added with a giggle, 
“Maybe all that darkness down there makes us forget to look 
up.” Their cheerful voices made me smile. It was true: when 
we’re buried in our own struggles, we keep our eyes down, 
lost in our pain, and we miss the starry sky of possibilities 
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above us.
I took a deep breath of the cool night air. My soul felt filled 
with fresh oxygen.

In that moment, I remembered a special place from the Kin-
gdom of Santa Claus: the Chamber of Enchantment, where 
the secret of the WishFisher happens—a magical game whe-
re the Elfetti secretly fish wishes from the Magisphere (a kind 
of starry sky) to bring them to Lucy, so they can come true.
In the Magisphere, the purest wishes shine like stars, waiting 
to be fished.
Looking out at all those twinkling lights, I imagined finding 
my own pure wish - the one hidden in the darkness of the cri-
sis I was living through. I rummaged through my heart, like a 
child unwrapping Christmas presents, and in the end, I found 
it: my most authentic wish. It wasn’t just to find my own light 
again - it was to turn that darkness into something useful, like 
coal into warmth. I wanted to help others not be afraid of 
their own nights of the soul, just as I had always tried to do 
by speaking about Christmas and the light.
At the heart of my pain, a sincere intention was shining: to be 
reborn—and to make my story a gift, a tale of hope to share.
The moment I formed that wish inside me, a shooting star 
streaked across the sky. I looked up just in time to see it pass 
near Lucy, like a little glowing wave. I smiled, because in that 
sign, I saw a confirmation: my wish had been heard by
the Universe—or maybe by the part of me that had finally 
decided to believe
again.
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In that moment, I truly understood the message: every dark 
night can become a
cradle for rebirth. Just like the ancient story of Easter, whe-
re after death comes resurrection, something new can grow 
from the ashes of what’s ended. It doesn’t matter what your 
faith or spiritual path is: the symbol of Easter lives in the cycles 
of nature and the human heart.
I thought of a seed in the earth that must first break open in 
the darkness - almost “die” to itself—in order to grow into a 
plant reaching for the light. In the same way, in our nights of 
the soul, we break open old shells: outdated beliefs,
fears, habits that no longer serve us. And when the dawn co-
mes, we emerge transformed.

I almost felt, in that quiet starlit night, a hand gently resting 
on my shoulder - like a dear friend there to reassure me.
The whole magical world around me—Lucy shining above, 
the Elfetti playing together, even grumpy Krampy and his 
Sfatichini—seemed to exist to remind me of one truth: no 
night is so long that it can stop the day from being born
again.
That’s when I understood something deeper: the magic of 
Christmas, the belief that Every Day is Christmas, isn’t com-
plete without this new awareness—Every Night is a Rebirth.

Day and night, light and dark, Christmas and inner Easter are 
part of one great pattern of growth. I had always celebrated 
the birth of the light, but now I was learning to honor the 
transformative power of the dark. With this realization in my 
heart, I noticed the horizon beginning to glow. A soft orange 
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light started to dissolve the darkness. The sky shifted to a 
deep cobalt blue—the prelude to morning. It was the inevi-
table cycle: night giving way to a new day.
But for me, this wasn’t just any sunrise... I felt a new person 
being born inside me.
I felt like a traveler emerging from a long underground tunnel, 
holding a treasure in my hand: my piece of coal, a symbol of 
what I had lived through - now ready to become a diamond, 
thanks to the awareness I had gained.
I wanted to share this story because I know that each of us, 
sooner or later, faces their own dark night. Maybe you’re 
going through yours right now, even if it’s daylight outside 
your window. It could be a disappointment that dims your
smile, a sudden change that feels scary, or just a time when 
you feel lost and without light.

I want to tell you: don’t be afraid of that night. Don’t rush to 
chase it away - listen to it. In its shadows, unexpected gifts 
are waiting.

There’s a Lucy ready to shine for you, the moment you
look up. And there’s a pure, authentic wish in your heart, wai-
ting to be recognized.

But it’s 
just as true that every night can be a rebirth: every time we 
go through a dark moment, we have the chance to be reborn 
inside, to rediscover something new about ourselves and our 
path.

Let’s hold on to the certainty that 
no darkness is forever, and that every sunrise brings a new 
beginning.

And when evening falls again, we won’t be afraid: because 
among the shadows of the night, the greatest gift is already 
being prepared - a new and better version of ourselves.
Christmas teaches the memory of who we truly are. Easter 
- understood as rebirth - teaches the courage to become it.
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Around the World in 24 Hours

Santa Claus has only 24 hours to complete his extraordinary 
journey. One day, a single cycle, to cross the entire world and 
deliver his gifts. But have we ever stopped to wonder: why 
exactly 24 hours? Why doesn’t he start a week earlier, sprea-
ding the deliveries out in stages? And more importantly, what 
can this journey teach us about wonder and time?

Every gift carries a reason. It never arrives by chance; it doe-
sn’t fall from the sky without a why. It’s the result of something, 
a response to an action, a thought, a wish. And when a gift 
truly matches what we hoped for, it becomes pure wonder. 
And wonder, as we know, moves fast. A thought, a gesture, a
spark of an idea can reach anyone, anywhere, in the blink of 
an eye.
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But there’s something deeper: a gift is never just a material 
object. It’s a sign, a recognition that something we did, said, 
or thought has created a ripple, and that ripple has come 
back to us. When a gift arrives in our life, in any form, it me-
ans we’ve set an energy in motion that made it possible. It’s 
not just about receiving; it’s about realizing that everything 
that reaches us is, in some way, the result of our choices and 
actions.

The same magic applies to our inner world. 24 hours isn’t just 
an earthly cycle; it’s also an inner cycle. A time long enough 
to make a revolution, to shift perspective, to transform the 
way we act. In a single day, we can change our destiny, reca-
librate our choices, and align them with a new direction. And 
when we’re in harmony with what we truly desire, the world 
doesn’t take long to respond.

But let’s go back to that first question: why doesn’t Santa lea-
ve earlier? Why does he wait until the very last night? Maybe 
because every gift needs its own “cooking time.” You can’t 
rush it, and you can’t hold on too long either. There’s a per-
fect moment when everything aligns, and the gift arrives. The 
principle is simple: what happens today is the result of what 
we planted yesterday. Results don’t take years to show up. 
If we pay attention, we can already see the first signs almost 
immediately. And when the outcome arrives, that’s our gift.

If the gift is what we hoped for, it means we’ve been working 
well in the “world of causes”… that invisible dimension whe-
re every decision is made before it becomes action. If it’s not 
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what we expected, we start again. We adjust something, we 
send our wish back into the world, like a new letter that will
spark a new journey and bring a new gift. Every action gene-
rates an effect, and what we receive is always a reflection of 
our choices.

This holds true for everything that comes into our life, even 
the hard things we often blame on external forces. It all be-
gins with us, and it all comes back to us.

That’s where time becomes central. The cycle of 24 hours is 
a reminder that every day, we have the chance to change, to 
do better, to reprogram our thoughts and actions. We don’t 
need to wait years to see change… life is faster than we think. 
A single small gesture can send out a wave of wonder that
expands and finds its way back to us when we least expect it.
This is the real magic of Christmas: the awareness that WON-
DER leaves no part of our world untouched and is always re-
ady to find us. All it takes is to act with the right heart, at the 
right time, and in a heartbeat, or better yet, in a reindeer’s 
flight, what we wished for will be right there, in front of our 
eyes.

24 hours for a trip around the world.

24 hours for an inner revolution.

And what if the greatest gift is this awareness itself?
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Sometimes it feels like just a figure of speech, an abstract 
idea, a nice phrase meant to stir up nostalgia. Becoming a 
child again: a saying we often use without really thinking 
about it, as if it were one of those things we say but deep
down know is impossible.
But is it truly impossible? Can we really become children 
again? The answer is yes. And it’s far from abstract. 

Becoming a child again doesn’t mean regressing or erasing 
the path we’ve
walked. It doesn’t mean playing with toys or avoiding the re-

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sponsibilities ofadult life. It means rediscovering who we real-
ly are… beneath all the layers we’ve built to fit into the world.
As we grow, we shape ourselves to meet expectations. We 
learn to blend in, to be accepted, to be seen as “responsi-
ble adults.” And in the process, we often sacrifice something 
precious: our purest essence.

Every child is born authentic, spontaneous, curious, excited 
by life. But then something happens. Usually, it’s a moment 
of pain: a disappointment, a criticism, a judgment that hurt 
us. That’s when the adaptation process begins.
We learn to hide the most genuine parts of ourselves, be-
cause we fear they’re not good enough. We’re told that to 
survive in the “grown-up world,” we need to let those parts 
go. And so, piece by piece, we lose touch with our most
authentic self.

But here’s the truth: that part of us never disappears. It stays 
there, somewhere, suspended in time, waiting for us to come 
back for it. Becoming a child again means exactly that: going 
back to the moment where we left that child behind, aban-
doned in the race toward adulthood. It’s a journey backward, 
often a difficult one, because it means having the courage to 
face the wounds that made us leave that child behind in the 
first place.

It’s at the heart of many therapeutic journeys, the foundation 
of modern psychology: going back to the moments where 
we lost trust, working through them, and bringing home the 
forgotten child we once were.
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Becoming a child again is as hard as growing up, but with 
one essential difference: growing up often happens to us; 
becoming a child again is a conscious choice. It’s an act of 
courage, a journey of reconciliation withourselves.

It means no longer being ashamed of our sensitivity, our cre-
ativity, our spontaneity.
It means allowing ourselves to laugh without fear of being 
judged, to feel excitement without worrying about looking 
silly, to be moved without fearing we’ll seem fragile.
And what happens when we reclaim that part of us? The ef-
fects areextraordinary.
Life changes…it lights up.

Suddenly, we see how beauty is everywhere, how inspiration 
is born from simplicity, how our relationships become more 
authentic when we stop playing a role.

Becoming a child again makes us freer, happier, more able to 
live in the present. It doesn’t mean we stop being adults… it 
means we finally become whole adults, integrating every part 
of ourselves, without denying who we once were.

We don’t have to wait. The child we were is always there, insi-
de us, waiting for us to take their hand and bring them home.
And when we do, we realize it wasn’t just nostalgia… it was 
the key to living our life fully.
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There is something very interesting that happens in the life 
of each one of us, and it happens more often than we think. 
Sometimes we notice it. Other times we do not. I am talking 
about that moment when we feel that something is
about to change
.
It is as if a door appeared in front of us. And something inside 
us asked to be crossed, overcome, released or, on the con-
trary, finally welcomed.

We have already spoken several times about Christmas as

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a door we can choose to open, or not. A threshold that is 
always there, but that we do not always choose to cross.

But there is one detail that often escapes us. These doors are 
never completely free. There is always something in front of 
every threshold. Something or... “someone” standing there 
to test us. Yes, a guardian.

Threshold guardians are certainly nothing new, but here we 
can try to look at them from a different perspective. In fairy 
tales, they are often represented as threatening figures, rea-
dy to attack or reject anyone who is not ready to pass.

And in a way, that is exactly what they do. They test the pas-
sage by working on our doubts, our burdens, and on that 
subtle voice that keeps repeating: “What if I am not ready?”
At this point, someone might ask: is there a guardian on the 
threshold of the Kingdom of Santa Claus too? Of course the-
re is! And he is there especially for adults. In fact, let me in-
troduce him to you right away. In my world, his name is Henry 
N., and he is a magical Nutcracker.
 
The N., in fact, stands for“Nutcracker”. This choice is anything 
but random. The Nutcracker was born for a very precise fun-
ction: he was created to “open”. To take something hard... 
and break it, allowing access to what is hidden inside.

And this is where the symbol reveals itself and begins to spe-
ak to us. Because if we return to that door we were talking 
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about earlier, an important question begins to emerge: what 
if, before entering, something had to be broken?
Because let us be honest: how many times in life do we find 
ourselves facing a change, an opportunity... and instead of 
crossing the threshold, we stay there?

Or worse, we turn back?
The truth is that every passage asks for a price. And we are 
not always ready to pay it. It means leaving behind the securi-
ties and supports that have accompanied us up to that point. 
And so many people prefer to remain where they are. In a 
place that is familiar, reassuring, but too narrow to contain 
what they could become.

And this is exactly where our Nutcracker takes on his noblest 
role. He becomes the guardian of the threshold who places 
us before a fundamental truth: “If you want to pass... are you 
willing to break what keeps you closed?”

It sounds like a simple question, but it is anything but easy. 
Because, if we think about it, what keeps us closed is not 
always something negative. Sometimes it is a protection. So-
mething that helped us, supported us, and held us together
in difficult moments.

But when we arrive before that threshold, what once pro-
tected and reassured us becomes a limit. A weight we must 
leave behind if we want to go on. A little like in the magic 
formula we use to enter the Kingdom of Santa Claus: “Here
you leave the present day...”. It does not mean abandoning 
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reality. Quite the opposite. It means leaving behind the way 
in which, up to that moment, we have lived it. Because who 
you have been until now cannot cross that threshold without 
being transformed. So the real point is only one: are we truly 
willing to leave the world as we are seeing it now?
Many people want magic, but very few are truly willing to 
lose the “control” required to encounter it. Of course, we 
can always decide to stop where we are and turn back, as we 
have done so many times before. We can continue living in
the present as it is: rationalized, logical, organized, explai-
ned... and so on.

But it is different for those who choose to take that step and 
keep going. And perhaps Christmas is exactly this: a space 
within us where we are given the possibility of making a diffe-
rent choice. Choosing to open ourselves and let go, in order 
to see beyond what we had considered absolute until that 
moment.

The Nutcracker stands there, on that threshold, to remind us 
that beyond every obstacle, a wider version of ourselves is 
waiting. And perhaps, in the end, his true task is not to stop 
us. It is to teach us how to become “nutcrackers of oursel-
ves”, and to use all the inner strength we have to free oursel-
ves from the shell that keeps us closed and prevents us from 
continuing to evolve.
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“Here you leave the present day.

Before we begin this journey together, into one of the most 
important and foundational chapters, I want to remind you of 
something essential: everything I create is rooted in the use 
of symbols and metaphors as tools to experience, in real life, 
that sense of wonder we so often leave behind as we grow 
up.

The Magic Formula
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It’s only natural that the moment I start talking about magic 
and magical formulas, the ground feels a little more uncer-
tain. Especially as adults, we tend to associate these words 
with fantasy, fairy tales… with worlds far removed from what 
we call “real life.”

Nothing could be further from the truth. So, to bring some 
clarity and to explain what magic actually means in everyday
life, I’d like to offer you a simple test. Something immediate. 
Practical. Are you ready? Follow me…
All you have to do is close your eyes. Ten seconds will be 
enough.

Clear your mind, and return to that feeling you had as a child, 
when the world seemed bigger. Everything felt bigger… and 
nothing felt impossible.
Don’t look for a specific memory. Just find that feeling.
Now tell me: is it really gone… or has it simply been a long 
time since you last felt it? If you sensed it, even for a brief 
moment, then it’s still there.

When you open your eyes again and return to reality after 
those ten long seconds (with this new awareness) something 
shifts. The magic comes back. A pattern breaks, and space 
opens again… fertile space, where we can begin to see and 
allow what once felt impossible, or what we had confined to 
a distant past we could only feel nostalgic about (at best).
In my world, there is a magic formula that allows you to reacti-
vate that dimension at any moment. Many of us have used it 
for years to enter the Kingdom of Santa Claus.

But the truth is, once you understand what it’s really for, you 
can use it to transform the way you experience reality whene-
ver you choose, wherever you are.

The formula you learn in this chapter is simply the “garment” 
of that deeper concept. A shortcut, if you will, that takes you 
straight back to the place you reached in those ten seconds. 
But let’s take it step by step.

When we were children, we didn’t need a magic formula. The 
magic we’ve just rediscovered was our natural state. There 
was no need to believe, to imagine, to make any effort be-
cause that way of seeing was, and still is, automatic within
every child. Quite simply… we were able to see. We saw pos-
sibilities where adults saw limits. We saw stories where adults 
now see objects. And above all, we experienced meaning 
where adults see only function.

Then, as we grow, something changes. We begin to feel the 
need for a rational explanation for everything (a transition 
that, unfortunately, is part of integrating into the “adult wor-
ld”), and little by little, we settle for that alone.

Of course, this makes everything more concrete, more mana-
geable. A dimension where that magic (call it a state of mind, 
if you prefer) starts to feel like an obstacle. Something to be 
embarrassed about. And so we stop considering it real. And 
the moment we stop considering it real… we stop experien-
cing it. Santa Claus is often the first to pay the price.
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Most adults, without even realizing it, choose to leave behind 
their ability to see the impossible, in exchange for a life that 
is explained, predictable, where the idea of wonder is reser-
ved for romantics and dreamers. And that’s exactly where the 
need for a formula begins.

It may still sound childish to speak of a “magic formula,” but 
the truth is, words have always been vehicles of intention and 
decision. And that’s where the real focus lies.
An inner decision one that consciously changes the way you 
observe what surrounds you. And paradoxically, it doesn’t 
create anything new… it simply makes visible what you coul-
dn’t see before, what had always been there.

Now, let me take you behind the scenes of our magic formu-
la. A small detour to understand its function and meaning. 
But first… let’s say it together:

“here you leave the present day. from here the magic flies.
get ready to see again through the beauty of children’s 
eyes.”

You see? It works. And it works because it contains three fun-
damental steps:

“Here you leave the present day.”
This is not an invitation to abandon reality. It means pausing 
(even for a moment) the habitual way you interpret it. The 
present, as we experience it as adults, is often filtered throu-

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gh duties, fears, expectations, and above all, repeating pat-
terns.
To leave it means to stop being completely identified with 
that filter.

“From here the magic flies.” Magic is an active, conscious 
choice. And the moment you decide to begin a “journey,” 
you are telling yourself: “I’m willing to see something diffe-
rent from what I see every day.”
And that alone is a quiet revolution, one that immediately 
shifts your state of mind.

“Get ready to see again through the beauty of children’s 
eyes.”
This is the key. You’re not escaping. You’re not creating a new 
world to live in… you’re reclaiming a capacity that has always 
been yours. A child’s eyes, to an adult in a hurry, may seem 
naïve. But the truth is, they are unfiltered. And that’s why 
they see more. At this point, a question naturally arises: is it 
just suggestion? The answer is no.
Quite the opposite. Our brain does not register reality 
objectively. It interprets it constantly, moment by moment, 
choosing what to notice and what to ignore. That’s why two 
people can live the same situation and experience two com-
pletely different realities. What you perceive always depends 
on your internal state. And what you are willing to see… so-
mehow, it begins to appear.

The magic formula works in everyday life because it modi-
fies (if only temporarily) your state of attention, your percep-

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tual openness, your emotional orientation. In other words: it 
changes the way your brain constructs reality.
And when that changes, everything else begins to shift, like 
a chain reaction.
Magic becomes accessible again the moment you place your-
self in a certain position. As children, we were already there. 
As adults, we tend to see only what is useful and provable, 
excluding everything else. But wonder is still there waiting 
to be chosen, waiting to be reactivated, even and mostly in 
adulthood.

Through a formula designed to remind you that the world 
you are seeing is not the only one possible. Its function is that 
of a door opening onto a wider version of reality. As we saw 
in the chapter of the Nutcracker and the guardians of the
threshold, everything comes down to that choice. It’s not 
about believing or not believing. It’s not about being an adult 
or a child. It’s about choosing. Choosing whether to remain 
inside a limited vision… or to reopen space for wonder.

Magic is a choice.
And this formula is our tuning fork; something we can return 
to whenever we feel the need to realign ourselves with life… 
and all of its colors.
